In the summer of 2023 Cantica Aeterna
was invited by the Helsinki Hungarian Institute
and performed several concerts throughout the
city as a part of the Night of the Arts. In the
fall of 2023, the ensemble gave a full evening
concert as a part of the Sursum Corda Festival.
